Abstract: EU’ legislation on electricity infrastructure lacks specific legislation for electricity infrastructure and
simplifies environmental assessment procedures. Meanwhile, it lacks supports for the integration of renewable
energy into electricity infrastructure and has imperfect issues on information exchange mechanisms.
